QUORUMS:  
Board (Majority – 6 of 6) and Membership (23%- 6 of 26) Quorums were met for the Board and Membership.
CALL TO ORDER:  
President Sonia “Sunny” Shellito called the meeting to order at 1:20 p.m.
MINUTES:  
Secretary Hilary C. Hilow took the minutes.  The minutes for the June 15, 2005 ASWA Officer Installation meeting were reviewed.  
CORRESPONDENCE:
Received information from Dr. Elise Jancura (from Cleveland State U.) regarding an opportunity to serve as a board member for Community Restoration Development Organization which is the brainchild of the Emerald Economic Development Network.
Hilary will write a thank-you note to Matt Parnell for allowing ASWA to use his facility at The Clifton Club and for treating the Board to lunch.
CALENDAR OF EVENTS:  

Discussed moving the Thursday, August 18th, 2005 meeting from the Capstone Management offices to Ciuni & Panichi (off of Chagrin).  Anita will look into this possibility and report back.  
Tentatively scheduled September 13th as a meeting date.  Anita will work with possible presenters to finalize this.

“Sunny” mentioned the possibility of joining with the IMA Cleveland Chapter for their annual Wine Tasting party held on the first Friday of December at the Market Avenue Wine Bar (2526 Market Avenue; Cleveland, OH 44113), which is next to the Great Lakes Brewing Company and Restaurant.  It is typically $25 per person, and has a large variety of hot and cold hors d’oeuvres.  Sunny with check with Honey Wess regarding this.  We will discuss this possibility more at the August 2005 meeting.
September 21 and 22 is the Annual OSCPA Accounting Show at the I-X Center.

TREASURER’S REPORT:  
Catherine Feola distributed the Treasurer’s Report for the month-ended June 30, 2005.  The report was approved as distributed.
Additionally, Catherine Feola distributed the 2005-2006 budget, which was discussed among the board and approved.

Kathy Novak talked about reducing the $108 per year bank fees that we pay for our checking account and looking at other banks that offer free checking so that we could save money and put it toward the annual web charges.  Catherine will research this possibility, and also see if we can acquire a CD for less than a $2,500 initial deposit to make more interest on funds that we don’t need to quickly liquidize.
ANNUAL ASWA CONVENTION:
The ASWA annual convention will be held in Philadelphia, on September 21, 2005.  It is still to be determined who will attend the convention from the ASWA Cleveland Board.  This will be discussed further at the August 2005 meeting.

ASWA SCHOLARSHIP:
Jenny Earley recommended that we call members and attempt to solicit scholarship donations.  Membership lists will be broken-up and given to each Board member at the August meeting.  Additionally, Kathy will draft a “donation letter” that can be sent to individuals/corporations who pledge monies for the scholarship.  This letter will act as a receipt/letter of intent for donors.

MEMBERSHIP:
Jenny Earley and Kathy Novak noted that a push from all Board members was necessary to increase membership.  Jenny also mentioned added incentives offered by National for individuals/chapters who solicit members.

It was recommended by Kathy to e-mail accounting firms/companies with an electronic version of the ASWA membership application in order to make joining more convenient for potential members.  Jenny will forward the Board an electronic version of the ASWA application so that each Board member can begin this recruiting process.  All Board members will make an effort to recruit new members and report back at the August meeting of significant findings.
