Board (Majority – 5 of 6) and Membership (10% - 5 of 12) Quorums were met for the Board and Membership.
CALL TO ORDER:  
President Sonia “Sunny” Shellito called the meeting to order at 10:45am.

Susan Tripepi discussed the recent ASWA NE Region One Conference, hosted by the Pittsburgh Chapter, on Friday & Saturday, June 25 & 26, 2004.
Denise distributed a box of samples and coupons received from a PA company.
MEET THE ACCOUNTANTS NIGHT:

Sunny Shellito would like to find out when Cleveland State University & Case Western University will be holding its “Meet the Accountants Night” event so that the ASWA can distribute information to students.  In addition, Sunny Shellito would like to add a link for the local chapter and the national office to Cleveland State University’s Beta Alpha Psi website.  Hilary Hilow will be looking into this, and report back ASAP.

CALENDAR OF EVENTS:  

The 2004-2005 Calendar of Proposed Event was reviewed.  Susan Tripepi mentioned that Robert Half could present at one of our meetings to provide a CPE credit for members, if needed.  Denise Brock mentioned that, according to the National Bylaws, Nominations for Fiscal Year 2005 should be in March, the Annual Meeting should be in April, and the Officer Installation should be in June.  Denise Brock made a motion to accept the 2004-2005 Calendar of Proposed Events, and the motion was seconded.
MEETING TIMES:

Susan Tripepi recommended that we always schedule membership meetings on set dates and times so that our members can plan ahead, and know about when to expect a meeting.

TREASURER’S REPORT:

In addition, it was proposed, and approved that we drop our budgeted dues from $700.00, down to $350.00.  Susan Tripepi proposed that we revisit donating money to our scholarship fund after a member in good standing passes away.  Denise Brock made a motion to transfer any money that we do not use for the national convention into the scholarship fund.  This motion was seconded by Catherine Feola.  Susan Tripepi noted the annual bank service charges of $108.00.  She mentioned that the Akron Chapter uses Bank One, which waives all service charges because the ASWA is a non-profit organization.  Catherine Feola will investigate this suggestion with our current bank.  Motion to accept 2004-2005 Budget was proposed and approved.
FUNDRAISING:  
Felecia Waldon volunteered to send out e-mails to solicit people for our “Entertainment Book” fundraiser.  She will also be leading this project.

CHAPTER BYLAWS:

Kathy Novak is leading our Chapter Bylaw revamping.  At the meeting, Kathy read through the National Bylaws and the board recommended changes so that it could be used for our chapter bylaws.  Kathy will rework the National Bylaws based on the board’s recommendations and e-mail the draft for approval.  A review of the Standing Models was tabled for a future date.
