October 21, 2003 Membership Meeting

CALL TO ORDER:  President Sunny Shellito called the meeting to order at 6:14PM.  There were 5 members, 3 guests and 2 speakers in attendance.  Attendants introduced themselves.

Denise Brock volunteered to take minutes, since secretary Nancy Kaska was not in attendance.  The minutes of the September 16, 2003 membership meeting were not available for review.  The minutes of the Annual Meeting in San Diego, CA on September 25, 2003 were distributed.

Denise Brock gave a brief summary of the results of voting on the proposed bylaw amendments, one proposal was defeated, one amendment passed, namely the removal of members of the CPC from the National board.

Break was called at 6:30 PM for dinner, followed by the presentation by Bill Puckett and Jeff Tomko of Searchlinejobs.

The business meeting resumed at 8:05PM.

Catherine Feola distributed financial statements for the three months ending September 30, 2003.  She advised that a certificate of deposit was renewed at 2.47% for a term ending 9/25/05.  Noted that president Sunny Shellito’s expenses for attending the Annual Meeting & conference in San Diego were paid by her employer, saving the chapter the expense.  Denise Brock moved, seconded by Ilona Daw-Krizman, to approve the financials as presented, which will be placed on file.

Sunny distributed the roster of current chapter members, as well as results of National’s polling of members who did not renew.

The chapter currently has 26 paid members, 6 non-renewals, and one pending membership.  We are expecting a transfer from the Chattanooga chapter, and lost one to the Hawaiian chapter.

None of our new student members have volunteered to create the new chapter website.  Volunteers are still needed for CPE reporting and program.

Ilona Daw-Krizman discussed the receipt of the 2003-2004 scholarship applications and deadline in early 2004 for National submissions.  She expects to email & mail out the new applications shortly.  Catherine Feola moved, seconded by Jennifer Early, for the chapter to award at least one $250 scholarship this fiscal year.

The site of the November membership meeting was discussed.  Susan Tripepi prefers not using their conference room, since it requires her to work late.  Possible sites are Calfee, Halter’s conference room, Club Allegro in Wickliffe, or Café Sausalito in the Galleria.

Ilona said our IRS contact offered to speak on whatever topic we chose, but requests that we have at least 20 people in attendance.  Invitations to the Cleveland chapter of OSCPA and IMA will be made to try to garner the requested attendance.

A discussion of the site of the Christmas Party was held.

Ilona will investigate Pickwick & Frolics and the venues available there.  A deadline of November 18 was set for determining interest and attendance.

Ilona Daw-Krizman inquired about the chapter policy of charging members who make diner reservations, don’t cancel by the RSVP deadline, and don’t show up for the meeting.  It was noted that the policy is stated in the standing rules, and members who did not cancel for this evening’s meeting will be billed for their dinner.

Due to time constraints, and lack of volunteers, the rest of the agenda for the meeting was tabled until next month.
