QUORUMS: Board (2/3 majority required-5 of 7 present) and Membership (10% required-6 of 25 present) Membership quorums were met.
CALL TO ORDER: President Jenny Earley called the meeting to order at 6:50 pm.
MINUTES: Minutes were taken by RaeAnne Hoffman, Secretary. The November minutes were emailed to members, approved, and posted to the Chapter’s website.  The January and February meetings were cancelled.      
TREASURER’S REPORT: The treasurer’s report was presented by Catherine Feola.  It was noted that the Huntington Bank account will be closed and the funds will be transferred to National City Bank.
