Board (majority-4 of 6) and Membership (37%-11 of 30) Quorums were met.

CALL TO ORDER:

President Sunny Shellito called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.
WELCOME/INTRODUCTIONS: Members introduced themselves and welcomed guest Patricia Clute of Grant Thornton.
