REVIEW OF OLD BUSINESS:
BYLAWS:  Kathy Novak will present a complete new Chapter Bylaws at the Annual Strategic Planning meeting.  Catherine reviewed the procedures for the presentation and passage, which is not as complex as the old Chapter Bylaws make them to be.
EF BASKET:  An allocation of monies was discussed to purchase the remaining items desired for the EF Basket.  It was pointed out that since the EF Basket was for November’s Annual National Convention, that we include an allocation in the budget for the new fiscal year, effective July 1, 2004.

Catherine is planning to attend the Annual National Convention in Chicago.  She will take the EF Basket with her.  This precludes the need to ship the Basket to Chicago.
