Minutes

Treasurer’s Report

Catherine Feola, Treasurer presented the Treasurer’s Report for the eleven months ended May 31, 2006.  The report was approved as presented.  An additional note discussed was the complete transfer of the ASWA bank account from Huntington to National City by the end of 2006.  Finally, it was agreed to leave the $75 “new account incentive” (for opening the National City account) in the ASWA operating account.
Membership
Jenny Earley noted that the Cleveland Chapter now has 31 members. Jenny recommended that all individuals who previously held positions should compile a “how to” guide on their position to pass down to their successors.  Jenny recommended this information be prepared for the Strategic Planning meeting in July. Susan Tripepi mentioned that if we recruit another 6 more members between January and June, National will waive an additional National Conference registration fee of $495.  

Scholarship

Kathy Novak, Scholarship Chair, is looking for the original scholarship bylaws, and is checking to see if the there is still a rotating CPE Course Scholarship.  Catherine Feola mentioned that she has a copy of the bylaws, and will forward them on to Kathy.  Kathy mentioned that the Cleveland Chapter bylaws previously stated that scholarship awards would be granted to inhabitants of Cuyahoga County, but it was recently changed to allow entrants from surrounding areas.  Scholarship awards are currently $1,000 per student. One of the Cleveland chapter’s scholarship applicants, Tonya Cargill was announced in “The Edge” magazine as the recipient of the ASWA Educational Foundation Two-Year Degree Scholarship.
