QUORUMS:

Board (2/3s majority) and Membership (10%- of 30) Quorums were met.

CALL TO ORDER:

President, Jennifer Earley, called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.
PRESENTATION: Sherry A. Watts, Peacemaker, The Watts Connection, presented a program entitled, “Empowered Communication”. It was also discussed that the chapter no longer pay for new member dinners.  A motion was made by Kathy Novak to use the New Member Dinners account for these expenditures and change the name from New Member to Prospective Member Dinners.  Catherine Feola seconded the motion and it was passed unanimously.

OLD BUSINESS:  Jennifer Earley informed the attendees that the chapter’s Scholarship Rules and Regulations had been corrected to current practices and specific Ohio county areas.  Catherine Feola made a motion to pass these rules as changed and Melissa Marvin seconded.  The motion was passed unanimously.  Kathy Novak was to print a final copy of the rules for the chapter and national offices.

· NEXT NEWSLETTER:  Catherine Feola found a history of the ASWA for the next newsletter.

MINUTES: Minutes were taken by Kathy Novak. The August minutes were previously emailed to members and approved. 
FUTURE MEETINGS: Jennifer Earley requested each of the program chairpersons to be responsible for a speaker for a future meeting after October.  Melissa Marvin agreed to engage a speaker for November’s meeting and Donna Sakony said she would schedule a speaker for a meeting.
